DESCRIPTION (field, expectations, comments): 
A person employed as an assistant professor will conduct scientific, development and implementation works, in the field of short-term forecasts i.a. with the use of the WRF model, analyses in the field of convective severe weather events and evaluation of operational numerical models. The person will also be involved in preparation of applications for funding of research projects, cooperation with national and international teams and centers conducting research and implementation works in these areas, as well as publish the results of research works, participate in seminars and symposia in institutes, national and international scientific conferences.
The candidate must have knowledge of the methods of analysis, processing and visualization of large data sets, including reanalyses (ERA5, MERRA-2) and use them in analyses of severe weather events, be able to use at least one of the scripting languages: R, Python, has an experience in the work with supercomputers, and in the LINUX/UNIX environment, and also in conducting research and development works.
Employment on a permanent contract is offered. Due to legal requirements, the employee will be obliged to sign a statement on participation in research works with the affiliation of the publication at IMGW-PIB.

I. Conditions of the competition for the position
Candidates must meet the requirements for appointment as assistant professor posed in the Act of 30th April 2010 – about research institutes  (Dz.U. 2020 r. poz. 1383, as amended).

· Scientific degree: Doctor of Science in Earth and environmental science 
5. Professional experience in the field:
· Conducting research confirmed by: 
· A list of publications, reports and scientific and technical studies from the last 3 years with information about the MNiSW score, Impact Factor, number of citations and Hirsch index. At least two peer-reviewed scientific publications are required, where the candidate should be the leading author of at least one of them. The sum of points obtained, according to the lists of the MNiSW, cannot be less than 140, in accordance with the year of publication.
· Conducting research in research teams confirmed by:
· a list of research projects (national and foreign projects) indicating the candidate role in these works (min. 6 items),
· Geography/meteorology/climatology confirmed by:
· A list of documents asssociated with the specialization geography/meteorology/climatology with the information about the role of candidate in their preparation (min. 3 items), in the subject of analyses of severe weather events with the use of gridded databases (weather prediction models, reanalyses).
6. The professional qualifications confirmed by:
· participation in scientific conferences, seminars and symposia (including international),
· certificate completed trainings, practices, etc.
· programming skills in languages R/Python or similar.
7. Knowledge of a foreign language
· declaration of knowledge of foreign languages and about skill
· for foreigners the required knowledge of the Polish language  - C1 level
8. Signed information clause.

III. The competition will be conducted in the form of an interview, during which the candidate knowledge in the field of Earth and environmental science will be checked.
