	· determining, pursuing or defending against claims related to the offer you have submitted in the proceedings, therefore the processing is necessary to implement our legitimate interest - Art. 6 (1)  (f) of the GDPR.

You also have the right to request deletion or restriction of processing, as well as to object to processing for reasons related to a particular situation, but this is only available if further processing is not necessary for the Administrator  to fulfill its legal obligation and there are no other overriding legal grounds for processing.

	9. VOLUNTARY OR OBLIGATION TO PROVIDE PERSONAL DATA:
